The Book Ball Book Report

Due: January 19th (The End of the Semester)

You will read a book of your choice and then put your knowledge and creative skills into action.  In fact, you should already have at least started your book as I told you about this on the first day of school.  You will then create a 12-sided Book Ball that incorporates each one of the elements below as a part of your semester exam grade. You need to remember to do all of your writing and decorating on the paper within the pentagon before you cut and fold the circles.  You may add any decorations or drawings to any unused space on the paper.  Be sure to label sides so that we know what we are looking at!  The sides are as follows:

Required Writing Sections

Side 1- Title/Book Cover Side:  Write the title, author of your book, and some sort of illustration representing your book.
Side 2- Author Biography Side:  Write an author bio. List the author’s name and interesting facts about the author. Where do they live?  How did they get into writing?  Why did they write this book? Have they written any other popular books or series?  You can include a picture of the author here or include it on one of your picture sides.
Side 3- Character Side:  List and describe the important characters from your book.  Or you can create a detailed character map.  
Side 4- Summary Side:  Write a summary of the book. Include key ideas, important events, plot (rising action, climax, falling action, resolution), and all other relevant information. 

Side 5- Review Side:  Write a book review. Tell us your opinion of the book, why you would recommend it or why you wouldn’t. Give specific details about your favorite parts of the book or why you hated it.
Side 6- Quotes Side: Include at least three important quotes from the book. Use your creativity to add color and fun fonts. 

Side 7- Genre/Audience/ Formal Citation Side: On one pentagon you must have these three things:

· Genre: Is it Science Fiction? Fantasy? Mystery? Realistic Fiction? Etc.

· Audience: What ages would enjoy this book?  Is it considered Juvenille (8-14), Young Adult (15-19), or Adult (18+)?  Give me both the age in years and the category it falls under.

· Formal Citation: Author Last Name, Author First Name. Title in Italics. Publisher City: Publisher, Year Published.  How many pages.

Required Picture Sections

Side 8- Setting Side:  Draw a picture or a map of the setting of the story. Label it if necessary.
Side 9- Scene Side:  Draw a picture of the most exciting, the funniest, or the most interesting scene in the story.

Options for sides 10, 11, and 12:

· A picture of the author

· A picture of the main character / A picture of the villain

· A second (or more) setting picture

· A plot line

· Explain the theme

· A symbol that is important to the book

· Something else that you approve with me first

When all sides and decorations are complete:

· Carefully cut out the 12 circles.  Yes, the circles, not just the pentagons!
· Color the crescent tabs as well. This will be easier once you figure out how you are stapling your ball together so that you can match colors if you need to.
· Fold the crescents on the lines around the circle so that the folds are standing up or facing up.

· Align the crescent of one circle to the crescent of another and staple them together (glue might come unglued).  Each crescent will be stapled to a different circle’s crescent all the way around to create a ball. 

· Be sure that all edges are facing up and are framing your pictures or paragraphs.  I did mine wrong and cannot hang it now because my edges are on the inside.  Don’t be like Mrs. Doke, follow directions correctly.  (
REMEMBER: 

· Be neat!! 
· Your writing should be large enough to read, but not so big that you are not putting enough information on each side.

· The ball should be colorful and visually fun, but the most important aspect is what is written in the pentagons.  

· Use your best writing skills, including: correct spelling, grammar, and punctuation. 

· Remember, I am looking for quality work and your BEST effort! 

*You must write up or type up your rough draft before you can write on any of the circles for the final project.  You must have a rough draft for sides 1-7.  Submit your rough draft to me and then I will give you your 12 sides to color and write on.  
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
